Diversity focus during “holidays;

Parent noted interest in diversity around seasonal celebrations asking if ASH has any focus on other cultural celebrations aside from Christmas, other parents spoke to this point noting that it is often addressed in classrooms rather than a school wide effort, but that there are committees/groups for many of the countries and parents are encouraged to bring ideas and thoughts about inclusion to admin.
Increased visibility of PTA- many parents making recommendations about how to increase outreach and communication about the PTA

Thoughts included:

· Ask director to speak about it occasionally in video messages about school 

· PTA PRES to ask to address school at organized functions, and / or virtual events, prerecorded videos for people to watch and learn more

· One parent recommended hosting a Gala event- and is willing to chair it.
